Yarn (Dishcloth & Scrubby) Abbreviations
1 skein (2 0z) Sugar $n Cream (100% Cotton) _

Needles K Knit

No Holes Dishcloth

CO 3 sts

Increase RowK1, yo (in the opposite direction ' this prevents@adwhen knit), Knit to
the end of the row.

Repeat the Increase row until reaching a totaBao$td. Knit 1 row even.

Decrease RowK1, K2tog, Knit to the end of the row.

Repeat the Decrease row until reaching a totalsté 3 BO all sts.

Circular Scrubby
CO 18 sts.

Prep Row:Knit

Row 1:Slip 1, K2tog, K12, K1, inc 1 st, K1

Row 2:Slip 1, inc 1, K14, K2tog, K1

Repeat rows 1 * 2 a total of 10 times. (20 rows). BO &l s

Seam together CO and BO edges. Draw a string throughpgpedssts of one edge, pull
tightly and secure. Repeat for the other slip stitch edge.
